1. CHAIRMAN’S WELCOME & APOLOGIES

3. MINUTES OF THE ANNUAL MEETING 2017
The minutes of the Annual Parish Meeting from 2017 were received, considered and approved.  
4. PARISH COUNCIL ACCOUNTS

The un-audited Accounts for the 2016/17 financial year were received.  It was queried whether the interest earned on the savings account is the best possible, the Clerk reported that given the sum invested (£1146.17) the return is reasonable at the present time.
5. DOVER DISTRICT COUNCIL

Cllr Conolly presented an annual report on the district council’s activities over the past year, a copy of which is attached to the official minutes.
6. KENT COUNTY COUNCIL

Cllr Mrs Chandler presented a report from the county council, a copy of which is attached to the official minutes.  The following matters were then raised by members of the public:
(i) Rolling repairs to the roads seem to be non-existent and when repairs (i.e. to pot holes) are undertaken the method used is poor and does not last long.  Cllr Mrs Chandler explained that local contractors are commissioned to maintain the roads and they are given a set guidelines on the methods that should be used.  Cllrs Mrs Chandler will report back to KCC that concerns have been raised regarding the local contractor.  

(ii) It was reported that the width of the local roads is decreasing due to hedges
