1. APOLOGIES
Apologies were received and accepted from Cllr Brooman due to a work commitment.
2. DECLARATION OF INTERESTS
None declared

3. MINUTES

The Minutes of the Ordinary Meeting held on 13th March 2019, were received, approved and signed.  
4. PLANNING

(i) Proposal 19/00344 relating to Mill Road, Staple. Proposal considered with strong objection; on the grounds that the land is agricultural and therefore unsuitable for this use and that there are already significant developments in the surrounding area.
RESOLUTION: Clerk to log objection
(ii) DDC Decision 19/00098 relating to 1 Dell View, The Street, Staple. 
RESOLUTION: This information be noted.
(iii) Update regarding The Four Dwellings at The Street Staple received from Gary Bootes (Senior Investigation Officer – Planning Enforcement) and read out by The Chairman as follows:
“A planning enforcement case was assigned …. to investigate the lack of drainage facilities at plot 1. Condition 15 states that there should be no discharge of surface water onto the highway, it does not require drainage facilities. The planning Enforcement Team could only take this matter further if there was evidence of surface water from plot 1 on the highway”. Mr Bootes goes on to ask anyone observing any water on the highway from plot 1 to provide photographs so that the matter can be investigated further. He also states: “I am unable to comment as to why this condition was not put on decisions 16/01191 and 17/00003” and recommended “that you speak to the development management team who may be able to answer this question”. 
5. FINANCE 
(i) Cheques for approval:

(iii) Clerk confirmed that payment had been received and banked from Stourmouth for its share of the SID device.
6. HIGHWAYS & TRANSPORTATION
(Cllr McCollum arrived at this point)
An update was received from Cllr Mrs Bennett on the recent news from the Big Conversation Working Group. A Pilot scheme has been offered with a Taxi style bus service which will accept concessionary passes and with Sandwich as the Hub. Cllr Mrs Bennett confirmed that this was what Staple and other Parishes involved had requested, and that Sholden would not be part of the route as previously mentioned due to their concerns about traffic through the village. This was good news to receive but issues still need discussion with the other Parishes involved (such as timetabling). Parish Councils have been asked to give feedback to KCC by 25th April, and this was felt to be an inadequate amount of time to respond with the Easter break in between. Council agreed to request an extension of 2 weeks to allow time for all parties to discuss and respond.

RESOLUTION: This information be noted for now. Clerk to write to the Big Conversation Working Group and request an extension of 2 weeks.
